August 5th – 25th 

Daily Prayer Guide 

The 21 days of prayer begins with Sunday service on Aug 5. We meet in at 7PM to 8PM every weekday and on Saturday 

morning at 7AM to 8AM.   

The focus of this year’s prayer is Faith. Faith moves heaven and earth to get the desires of our heart, gain victory over the 

crises of life and turn the stumbling blocks in our lives them into stepping-stones in our journey to higher heights. It was faith 

that made Peter walk on water in a storm. Therefore, we will walk on top of what would otherwise drown us by the end of the 

21 days of prayer.  

Each day of the 21 days of prayer will focus on one item we believe God will accomplish in our lives. Healing, Finance, 

Children, Reconciliation of relationships, etc.  There are prayers and scriptures for each day.  

At the 7PM prayer service on weekdays, we will have a short message on the topic of the day, followed by worship then 

personal prayer. This is when we pray over the prayer request cards. Prayer partners will be at the front of the stage to pray 

individually with anyone who desires it. 

We look forward to hearing your testimonies at the end of the 21 days so it encourages others and builds up their faith in a God 

who answers prayers today and forever for all who believe. 

Prayer Plan: 

Day 1 Sunday August 5th  

PQ opens the 21 days of prayer in the Sunday services. 

 

Day 2 Monday August 6th 

Faith for: Healing for self, family and friends 

Prayer:  

You are Jehovah-Rapha, the God who heals, and you put nothing above Your Name. It is Your desire that we be 

healed and in perfect health.

Day 11  Wednesday Aug 15 

Faith for:  Return Into Fellowship With God

Remove the guilt and constant reminders of these failings and enable me to act differently the next time I encounter a 

similar situation. – Be specific for example – Did nothing to stop unjust mistreatment, Impulse purchase, gossiped etc. 

Give me a new heart and a new attitude. In Jesus’ Name I pray, Amen. 

Scriptures: 

Romans 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may 

prove what is that good and acceptable and perfect will of God. 

 

Day 13  Friday Aug 17 

Faith for: Break the Yoke: Generational yoke, Self-imposed yoke, and External domination. 

Confession: 

Cover me and everything that surrounds me with the Blood of Jesus. I put on the full armor of God for protection from 

the evil one and use my authority through Jesus Christ to break every yoke, stronghold, pull down every principality 

and power from their high places. I summon legions of heavenly angels to seize every ungodly spirit operating in and 

around me, my house, work, church and cast them out into the abyss never to return again.
